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The “Short-Term Trading Ideas” section can be found at the end of this report and summarizes all of our positions.

Bottom-Line: As we argued in our research report last week, we continue to believe that equities will peak in Q1
in the 1160-1220 range (with the highest probability of it occurring in the 1160-1180 area), followed by a sizable
(25-30%) correction in equities. Timing is always more diflcult to predict, but our analysis suggests that the
topping window should start no earlier than Jan 25" and no later than mid February. We should see an increase
in volatility starting in a few weeks with diflcult market conditions for the majority of the remainder of the year. We
also expect the dollar to rally for most of this year, and we could see the dollar rise above last year’s highs.

While we are approaching long-term overbought levels, and the bearish divergences continue to play out with
our daily oscillators (see Charts 1 & 2), we are not convinced that yesterday’s sell-off marks the beginning of

the intermediate sell-off. We still expect upside over the next few weeks before we see the !nal top. We have
maintained an oflcial neutral stance on the equity markets since mid-October of 2009 given the deterioration of
market internals (while simultaneously calling for one last leg higher with a minimum upside target of 1160-1170),
and our strategy has been to identify long sector trades that have a good risk/reward vis-a-vis the S&P.

The support area between 1115 and 1121 becomes increasingly important now and a break of that support will be
a loud and clear sign that the intermediate move lower is underway, but once again, we don't expect to see that
for at least a couple more weeks.

Equities: There has been a lot of recent chatter and concern about the breakdown in the VIX recently (which
measures the variance of S&P 500 changes). On Monday, we saw the VIX close outside its daily Bollinger Bands
(see Chart 3), which is a relatively rare occurrence, and it's usually followed by a short-term reversal. Yesterday,
we failed at the broken support level intraday and we saw the VIX sell-off into the close (see Chart 4).

Furthermore, we have fallen below the long-term average for VIX which is around 20, but as Chart 5 clearly
illustrates, we could see even lower levels in the VIX before we start heading higher again over the intermediate
term.

Given that we still expect downside in the VIX and upside in equities, we continue to argue for one !nal leg higher
in 'Inancials and homebuilders despite yesterday’s sharp sell-off. We are maintaining our long positions in the
BKX Index (best ETF to trade this position is XLF) and the RUF Index (best ETF to trade this position is XHB).

There appears to be some sector rotation going on with heavy prolt-taking in some of the leaders. Take a

look at Google (GOOG) for example. Has sold-off on heavy volume in recent days and large cap tech has
underperformed for the most part since the beginning of the year. Laggards appear to be well bid for the most
part, and so we remain comfortable being long !nancials (see Chart 6) and homebuilders albeit with tight stops.
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Take a look at the volume in XHB, the gap up was on high volume and so far the last two days of selling occurred
on much lighter volume, so the price action is still bullish (see Chart 7). We have our stop level just under the gap,
which shouldn’t get !lled since we believe this was a breakout gap.

We also maintain our long position in the UTY index (best ETF to trade this position is XLU) and we remain
con!dent that utilities can push higher from these levels to reach our target of 450 in the UTY index over the next
few weeks (see Chart 8).

Last week, we decided to increase our price target on the SOX index (best ETF to trade this position is SMH) from
370 to 385 and used a trailing stop (we raised our stop level from 330 to 360) in order to protect our gains. We got
stopped out yesterday with a gain of ~4.5%.

Foreign Exchange Markets:

In the next few weeks, if we do see a !nal leg up in equities, it is entirely possible for the dollar and equities to
rally together. After that point, we do believe we will see the inverse relationship between these two reassert itself,
and we will see an increase in risk aversion.

We are maintaining all of our current positions in currencies. We have a structural long position on the dollar, a
structural short on the Euro, and a short-term short on the Yen. We continue to bet on the continued depreciation
of the Yen over the next few weeks despite the recent strength over the last few days. Our target on the DollarYen
remains 100.

As expected, the DXY (Dollar Index) has been undergoing a correction and is getting close to our target (~76) for
completion of this leg 2 retracement (see Chart 9). The correction that started on the 22™ of December appears
to display a classic corrective pattern in the substructures. In the last two days, it has bounced off the 38.2% Fib
retracement from the lows, but we could see it head a little lower to somewhere between 75.8 and 76.3 where
there is a con"uence of support from Fib retracement levels as well as the convergence of the 50 day and 100
day simple moving averages (see Chart 10). We should then see another impulsive move higher in the dollar that
will last for the next few weeks.

Furthermore, when analyzing UUP (ETF for the dollar) there has been less volume on the pullback, which is
bullish price action (see Chart 11).
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Sector Updates

XLF (Financials) — Consolidating in ~14-15.50 range since September '09. Support is also near the 23.6%
Fibonacci retracement level. Daily RSI has reversed above downtrend, and spiked sharply above 50. Relative
strength has reversed its October '09 downtrend after Inding support.

XLE (Energy) — Has gapped down after forming hanging man at new 52 week high. RSI has fallen from
overbought levels and bearish divergence is evident. Relative strength has broken above its November
downtrend after Inding support. Overall, has been neutral for the better part of last year.

OIH (Oil Services) — Broke above pivot high ~131 to new 52 week high, but has gapped below following a
dark cloud cover. RSI has fallen from overbought levels. Has underperformed the S&P since late October ‘09,
but have since broken that relative strength downtrend after Inding support at a previous pivot low. Neutral
performance overall since summer of '09.

XLI (Industrials) — Has broken above resistance at the 50% Fibonacci retracement level from the '07 high. RSI
has fallen from overbought levels. Relative performance has pushed above a ceiling to the highest level in almost
ayear.

XLP (Consumer Staples) — Consolidating in ~26.30-26.80 range after Inding resistance near the 76.4%
Fibonacci retracement level and falling below the uptrend line from the March lows. MACD is attempting to hold
the zero level. Looks to resume March '09 underperformance trend after breaking below support.

XLB (Materials) — Continuing uptrend from March '09 lows since breaking above month-long consolidation area.
Dark cloud cover suggests caution. Relative strength has fallen back into consolidation range after breaking
brie"y above.

PPH (Pharmaceuticals) — Consolidating in sideways fashion between 66.75-67.25 as attempts to !ll previous
open gap. Resistance is also near the 50% Fibonacci retracement from the 07 high. Bearish divergence in RSI.
Relative strength has been in a period of underperformance since February '09.

IBB (Biotech) — Has formed doji evening star above pivot high ~84 and fallen back below. Overall, entered into
a period of massive outperformance in summer of '08. More recently, relative strength has been trending upward
since !'nding support and breaking out of September '09 downtrend.

IYR (Real Estate) — Testing uptrend line from the March '09 lows. Has recently reached a new 52 week high.
Clear bearish divergences with the oscillators. Broadly speaking, has been underperforming since early '07.
Relative strength has once again failed to break above late '08-'09 resistance.

XLK (Technology) — Testing uptrend line from March '09 lows. Has recently reached a new 52 week high. RSI
reaching the 50 support level after reversing from overbought levels. Continuing longer-term outperformance
started in '07 after relative strength broke to new multi-year highs. Has underperformed since the beginning of the
year.

SMH (Semis) — Gapped down and is now testing support ~27.25. RSI has dropped sharply to 50. Clear bearish
divergence with RSI. Relative strength coming into past support level.

XLU (Utilities) — Continues to Ind support at ~30.50. RSI bouncing off the 50 support level after reversing from
overbought levels in mid December '09. Relative strength has also dropped off since that time, but remains
above March '09 downtrend line.

RTH (Retail) — Consolidating in ~92.50-95.50 range and has slipped below uptrend line from the March "09 low.
MACD testing the zero support level. Overall, has outperformed the S&P since January '09, but has been moving
in sideways fashion for several months and is how coming into support.
